EXPLANATORY COMMENTS ON THE SCOPE OF THE STUDY PROPOSAL:

Issues have been raised in the media and with the City of Norman concerning the water quality of Lake Thunderbird. Studies cited by the City of Norman claim to have found high levels of Chromium-6 and Chlorophyll-A. These studies were not from regulatory agencies and many have speculated as to the accuracy of the date. Currently the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) and the Oklahoma Conservation Commission are conducting a study. This study proposal seeks to reconcile the studies cited by the City of Norman and the studies of the DEQ and OCC and develop a plan to correct actual water quality issues in Norman and the Lake Thunderbird watershed.
